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How Master Enlisted me
. {Talk given at Shahabad, on 10,12.1972 by
Dr. Atamaram Jajodia)
Dear friends,

Io December 1970, Ileft Shahabad for good. You all
must be justifiably curious to know what has suddenly mae
me pop in in your midst after a lapse of two years. I had
an irresistible desire to tell you something about myself: [

have come to talk to you about myself.

Some three years back, my dear brother Laxman Sastry
came to me with a copy of the Sahaj Marg Patrika. My first
impression on ‘seeing the name Shri Ram Chandra Mission on
the cover page was one of indifference. “There is the Rama-
krishna Mission, and here is another Ram Chandra Mission,
‘I m‘imered to myself, ‘there are any number of missions
in our country.” I had read some amount of literature
published by some of them and was prepared to add to
my existing indifference. Somehow, I had built up a false
reputation of being a religious person, so Sastry thought
he would persuade me’.h I tried to read through some of
the articles; they did not kindle any interest in me. After
a while Sastry gave me a copy of ‘Reality at Dawn.’ 1t
failed to produce much of an impression, but the‘picture
of the Master in the beginning of the book somehow, made
him look like a Muslim, which did not generate reverence
anyway!
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The indefatigable Sastry then brought a copy of “Voice
Real” and introduced it to me as a priceless jewel. He had
purchased the book recently and was so eager to give me its
benefit that he forewent his own reading. I kept the book
with me for a few months. Once when Sastry asked me how
[ found it, I said it was ‘very interesting’ and returued the
book unread! Everything has an appointed time. Unless that
moment arrives, development refuses to take place.

Sometime in July 1970 Sastry approached me for the
solution of a small problem.

How the Master came to me.

I can never forget the year 1967 in my life. In that
year I came in touch with the Holy feet of our kind and
beloved Master, Mahatma Shri Ram Chandra Ji Maharaj of
Shahjahanpur. It is only after I got access to my master’s
feet, my spiritual life began to blossom. I got into the fold
of our Master not on account of any of my efforts, but it
was only the Lind grace and the divine power of our Master
that has drawn me to his bossom. It happened like this.

It was a winter evening in 1967. Throughout the day
there was a heavy downpour of rain. I could not stir out
of my house, In the evening the rain stopped and I got out.
In the school nearby, Sri S. Raju, a class-mate of mine, was
giving a talk on Sahaj Marg System. I attended it. As soon
as the talk was over, he asked me whether 1 would like to
join the system and begin practising. Without hesitation and
without any serious thought over the matter, I readily gave
my consent. He immediately gave me a sitting: He left. Tir-
uchy the same night. There was no preceptor then at Tiruchy.
Yet I began practising in right earnest from that day onwards.
Thus without having seen the Master and without -having
read a single line of his writings, I found myself in Sahaj
Marg System. People may explain this only as an accident,
but I prefer to call this only as an act of our Master's
kind grace.
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Before 1 joined our Mission, I was not a follower of
any other spiritual path. { had not accepted any one, as my
Guru. I was quite new to the spiritual path. Ia fact my
spiritual journey began only from the date of my joining
our Mission. I was not a worshipper of any particular God
or Goddess. One was as good as any other. 1 was not also
doing any regular puja of any kind. Of course I was doing
the traditional pujas of a Hindu family on various occasions
to variors Geds. But nothing of these things had any attra-
ction for me. I was doing them in a mechanical way with-
out attachment or purpose in view, In my heart of hearts
I believed in the existance of only one God, the Supreme
Being, the cause of all action in the universe., 1 wanted to
realise that Supreme being. But how to realise that ? Who
wiil help me? Whem have 1 to believe 7 I was rather
hesitant to accept any one as my Guru, because I do not
have the capacity to test them. Hence 1 was only praying
tv Ged to bestow me with a real Guru. When this opport-
unity to join our Mission came without any of my own
¢fferts, I seized it as God-se-m. I thought my sincere prayer
had its fruits. From that day onwards, I/adopsed Salia) Marg
System as my way nf lile and Mahatma Shri Ram Chandra
Ji Maharaj as my Guru. But I was only ‘“‘raw wood” and
“not broken pieces of furniture” I had nothing to give up

by jointng this system.

Having come in to the fold, my next desire was to see
my Master, whom I had accepted as my Guru even without
seeing him. 1 wrote to Master informing him of my joining
the Mission and of my eagerness to have his darshan., He

wrote to me acceding to my request and said he would stay

”
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with us here for three days during his inpending visit to the
South. How kind and gracious he is to accede to the request
of one whom he had not seen even once ? I was overwhelmed
with a sense of gratittde for the great kindness that was
chowered on me. I was only waiting with eager expectations
for his arrival. 1 had spent sleepless nights thinking onlv
of Him and of His Grace. Along with this eager expectaticn
there was also some fear in me. I had invited a great Master
to my house. But I had no idea of his daily routine, the
nature of his food or of his wants. I wanted to be careful
not to commit even minor mistakes and incur his displeasure.
Moreove I was very anxious that the Master should feel
comfortable and that his Godly work should go on without
any hitch or hinderance. Thus I was in a state of mingled

joy and fear.

At last the day of his arrival came. We all went to the
station, received him and took him to my house. Within a few
minutes of his arrival, he put me at my ease. All my fears
vanished. He never seemed to brother about any of his wants.
He looked to.his own comforts. There was no distinction of
guest or host. The two were rolled into one. The marvellous
way in which he adjusted himself to i1he new circumstances
is a lesson by itself to all others. As I was then suffering
pain due to an ulcer, he asked me to sit by his side and I
did so all three days of his stay. I complelely forgot that as
a host T have to look to his conveniences. But everything
went on smoothly and the Master was carrying on the divine
work inspite of his heavy ulcer pain. During all the three days
was a feeling of complete oneness among all the participants.

Peace prevailed throughout. No one felt hunger or thrist. Every
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one had his share of the divine pouring of our Master. The m

The fore most principle of the Sahaj Marg system of
Sadhana is to offer Prana to the deserving Abhyasi so that
a perceptible awakening of the soul results. The Premier pro-
mise of master is to prepare such awakened souls for the
Task ahead and achievement of the Goal. Therefore it is but
natural that Master expects us to be in constant touch with
the Divine and rid our selves of all belongings (bondages) wh-
ich are impediments in the path of progress.

Revered Dr. K. C, V. had thus prepared Himselt for
the Task ahead. When Master found that He can deliver the
aspirations of His ‘‘Masterpiece’” He bestowed on him full
freedom, liberating Him from all bondage.

If you are sad at what happend on Martyr's day 30th
Jan. 1971 1o Dr. K. C. V. I have the pleasure of relating
my expereience which will despel vour doubts, “One that
knows the way let him lead others”. Since 1 have made all
Acid Tests with my Reason and when 1 felt that sharing it
with you gives you confidence I am translating my thoughts
into words by the grace of Master, So that they may congeal
into yours and give you much needed “Samadhan’” a most
important step in our Sadhana.

My association with Dr. K,C.V. since 1959 was most
secret as well as most Sacred. For over a decade, we spent
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most of our time to assess the merits of Sahaj Marg and to
label it “BUNKOM if it couldnot stand to our reason. We
spent our time on that upstair of 8-9-car street unnoted by
his own family about experiments we were indulging in. Dr,
K.,C,V, wrote an article in ‘‘Sahaj Marg”’ on “the subtle
Body” It was an essay framed on Personal Experiences, Our

physical meetings became rather few and far between tor
obvious reasons.

I reached Tirupati in the evening of 30th January 1971
and before I could proceed to Vellore, news of his passing
into eternity was and his body was bronght in by 3 A. M.
I paid my last respects to my dearest as fittingly as He would
desire. When my duty was done I returned by 9 A, M, be-
cause I could not bear to see the last Rites. ’

What followed is rather sad for me, There was anurge
to understand as to what Master means by preparing souls
for the Task ahead. If my beloved was to be with us and
do the work as He was doing with full vigour and tenacity
of purpose I could understand the relevency of His declaration,
But alas, he is denied the previlage of his august presence
with us. I came to an impasse. I hesitated if my divine pur-
suit for over 25 years Twelve of them in the Mission was
only r travle from Sanity to Insanity, The world has been
pointing its finger on my unworldliness. I was thus knocked
over towards a precipice of despair.

In that state of composure I rcceived a pleasent surprise
from my boyhood friend and Preceptor of our Mission. He
wrote me that He is visiting me on 5-9472. He came and
saw me and He almost conquered ME at the first sight. He
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said that “Master sent him to mzet me.”” [ felt that I should
help him to wean away from the Mission into which I was
to some extent instrumental in bringing him about six years
ago. But I could not resist his offer to give a sitting. We sat.
1 resisted ail his atfempts to concentrate, 1 was rather critical
in my mind as to my weakness to declare my disinclination 10
meditate and get out. Suddenly I heard ‘‘you wanted concrete
manifestnation and when it is offered you are resisting.”” But [
dismissed this as hallucination. IJn spite of my self [ was becom-
ing calm and receptive to the Transmission. 1 found Dr. K C.V,
instead of my friend I was overwhelmed. But still I doubted it
as pure imagination. Meanwhile in His characteristic way He
cleared His nose. I was dumbfounded. 1 remembered the descri-
ption in Abnormal Psychology of a condition where the patient
physcially imitates his Idol. Why can it not be Mr. R. doing
this Mimiéry‘? But these thoughts werc getting rarified and were
not heavy on my mind. In a few moments I was at peace, and
calmness was forcing its fragrance on me. I allowed Him to
possess me as helplessly as a child would to his chasing mother.
I enjoyed the unique presence of my belowed as truly as when
He was with me physically. Descriptions beyond this are impo-

ssible if not inadvisable,

We came out of the prayer room. We talked and all our
conversations centered round Dr. K.C V. It was getting time for
Mr. R. to get to the station to catch his train. We hurried out
only to learn that we missed it by just 5 minutes. The joy at
getting more time to spend with him was indescribable. The
next train for him would give us an hour’s opportunity. I took
him to a dark lounge outside the busy bustle of the station’s
noise, We sat together.
